INTRODUCTION (First Subheading; written in bold and ALL CAPITAL LETTERS)
The introduction will be more effective if it opens with a pressing issue, a clear knowledge gap, a thought-provoking fact, or an unexplored area of potential. Writers should avoid clichés such as “Hadith is the second source of Islamic law after the Qur’an” and unsupported claims. In this opening paragraph, the author should clearly present the academic problem and define the main focus of the study. This approach helps readers grasp the relevance of the research from the very beginning. After that, the researcher can proceed with the remaining components of the introduction as follows:

These four elements are mandatory components of the introduction. Each element should be presented in a single paragraph. However, if necessary, the state-of-the-art section may extend to more than one paragraph to maintain a balanced structure throughout the article. Ideally, the introduction should make up only 10–15% of the entire manuscript. Thus, if the full article (from introduction to conclusion) is 20 pages long (about 5,000 words), the introduction should be 2–3 pages (500–750 words). If the article is 30 pages long (around 7,500 words), the introduction should be 3–4 pages (750–1,000 words).
In the second paragraph, the author traces the development of studies in the chosen field, starting from relevant foundational ideas to current debates and recent findings. This state-of-the-art section should be presented concisely to highlight the scholarly progress, ongoing debates, and remaining unanswered issues. When discussing previous research, it is better to take a constructive approach—emphasizing the logical next step rather than merely pointing out the weaknesses of earlier studies. This allows readers to understand the research gap that has yet to be addressed and see how the present study aims to make a new contribution to the discourse. It is important to remember that the introduction is not the place for an extensive literature review.
 The third or fourth paragraph presents the research method. This paragraph should begin with a transition sentence that connects the identified research gap with how the researcher intends to address it. In this section, clearly state the research objectives using active verbs such as investigate, examine, or assess. Then, briefly describe how the data were collected and analyzed, as well as how their validity was ensured (if necessary). The explanation should be concise yet clear, allowing readers to understand the research workflow and replicate it if needed.
Finally, in the contribution paragraph, the author highlights the added value of the research. This paragraph is usually written after the study has been completed—even though it appears in the introduction—to ensure that the statements are accurate and fully aligned with the research findings. Avoid repeating discussions about the research gap, literature, or methods. Instead, focus on the core type of contribution in one or two strong and specific sentences, indicating whether it is theoretical, methodological, empirical, or practical. Explicitly connect it to the previously identified research gap. Use concrete language and avoid exaggerated claims. Conclude the paragraph by emphasizing the implications of this contribution for the development of theory, practice, policy, or future research directions—without revealing the study’s results or conclusions.
If necessary, the theoretical framework may also be presented here as a subheading within the introduction—for example, to establish a common understanding or to clarify a topic that is rarely studied. However, the author should ensure that the length of the introduction, including the theoretical discussion, does not exceed 15% of the total length of the article.
 



DISCUSSION
First Aspect of the Study (First Subheading)
Nabawi Journal combines the “Results” and “Discussion” sections into a single part called “Discussion”. This section does not revisit theoretical frameworks or definitions already found in standard handbooks. Instead, it focuses on presenting the findings while analyzing and engaging them in dialogue with existing knowledge.
Begin the discussion section by presenting the main findings directly related to the research questions, in a concise and objective manner. Ensure that the data presented were obtained through the collection methods described in the introduction. Then, analyze the data using the methods previously outlined, allowing readers to follow the logical connection between the data, methodology, and interpretation of results.
After presenting the data, the author should explain the meaning of these findings through discussion. In this part, the researcher links the main results with the theoretical studies mentioned in the introduction—either to reinforce, challenge, or expand the existing understanding. The discussion should also identify the new contributions made by the study and explore both its theoretical and practical implications. Thus, the discussion section becomes a space for critical and reflective scientific dialogue—bridging concrete findings with ongoing debates and the broader development of knowledge in the field.




Second Aspect of the Study (Second Subheading)
Subheadings should accurately reflect the content of each section. The discussion in every part must be presented comprehensively, logically, and systematically. Each time a source is cited, the author must include a footnote following the Chicago Style (full note) format.
If the same source is cited consecutively, use Ibid. for the same page, and Ibid., xx for the same source but a different page. In this section, the author may also include suggestions and recommendations for future research, as well as acknowledgments to those who contributed to the study. A brief explanation of the study’s limitations and directions for further research may also be added as part of the closing remarks.
